            I strongly urge the Landmarks Preservation Commission to hold a hearing on and designate
            35 Cooper Square a NYC landmark.

Built circa 1825, it is the oldest building on the historic Cooper Square, and one of the oldest  in the East Village and on the Bowery (it was originally 392 Bowery).   A rare survivor of  Federal-style architecture, this charming house retains its original twin peaked dormers, chimney, and gambrel roof.   As such, it evokes a bygone era, and bears witness to an era that predates the venerable Cooper Union, which is across the street.   A witness to the area’s commercial and cultural changes, its residents have ranged from a descendant of Peter Stuyvesant to the influential Beat Generation poet Diane DiPrima, whose memoir refers
 to it as “my dream house.”  

While slightly altered, its defining Federal-style features are remarkably intact.

Other Federal style buildings have had similar issues but were landmarked anyway.

As you stated for the designation of 511 and 513 Grand St., “These Federal-style
treasures recall an important period of New York City’s development.”  

As an architectural resource that helps define the history of Cooper Square, the East Village, the Bowery, and the Noho Historic District across the street, 35 Cooper Square deserves to become a NYC landmark.    Situated in an area without height caps, this building is clearly

vulnerable, and desperately needs landmark status in order to survive 

I strongly urge the Landmarks Preservation Commission to hold a public hearing and

and designate 35 Cooper Square a NYC landmark.
